THE GREAT LITANY 
 
First Antiphon—Psalm Verses for the Feast of Theophany with Refrain 
 
Verse: When Israel went forth from Egypt, the house of Jacob from a people of strange 

language, Judah became his sanctuary, Israel his dominion. 
 
Refrain: Through the intercessions of the Theotokos, 

O Savior, save us. 
 
Verse:  The sea looked and fled, Jordan turned back.  What ails you, o sea, 
  that you flee? O Jordan, that you turn back?  [refrain] 
 
Verse:  Glory….now and ever… [refrain] 
 
Second Antiphon– Psalm Verses for the Feast of Theophany with Refrain 
 
Verse:  I love the Lord because He has heard the voice of my supplication.  
  Because He inclined His ear to me, therefore I will call on Him as long as I live.   
 
Refrain: O Son of God baptized in the Jordan,  save us who sing to Thee,

EPISTLE READING for the FEAST OF THEOPHANY 
Titus 2:11-15, 3:4-7 

Titus, my son, the grace of God has appeared for the salvation of all men, training us to renounce 
irreligion and worldly passions, and to live sober, upright, and godly lives in this world, awaiting our 
blessed hope, the appearing of the glory of our great God and Savior Jesus Christ, who gave Himself for 
us to redeem us from all iniquity and to purify for Himself a people of His own who are zealous for good 
deeds.  Declare these things; exhort and reprove with all authority. Let no one disregard you. 

But when the goodness and loving kindness of God our Savior appeared, He saved us, not because of 
deeds done by us in righteousness, but in virtue of His own mercy, by the washing of regeneration and 
renewal in the Holy Spirit, which He poured out upon us richly through Jesus Christ our Savior, so that 
we might be justified by His grace and become heirs in hope of eternal life.

Matthew 3:13-17 

At that time Jesus came from Galilee to the Jordan to John, to be baptized by him.  John would have 
prevented Him, saying, "I need to be baptized by You, and do You come to me?"  But Jesus answered 
him, "Let it be so now; for thus it is fitting for us to fulfil all righteousness." Then he consented.  And 
when Jesus was baptized, He went up immediately from the water, and behold, the heavens were opened 
and He saw the Spirit of God descending like a dove, and alighting on Him; and lo, a voice from heaven, 
saying, "This is My beloved Son, with whom I am well pleased."

Holy Communion & The Thanksgiving Prayers 
 

In the Orthodox Church, the Sacrament of Communion is offered only to Orthodox Christians 
who have humbly prepared to receive through prayer, fasting, and a recent Sacramental Confes-
sion. 
 
Non-Orthodox people and those not communing today may approach during Communion 
for a priestly blessing by saying, “Father, bless.” After this you may take a piece of anti-
doron (blessed bread) offered in the bowls.  
 
If you are interested in joining the One Holy Catholic and Apostolic Church, speak with our 
Pastor about how to become an Orthodox Christian. 
 
At the conclusion of the Divine Liturgy, we offer Thanksgiving Prayers for having received 
the body and blood of Christ. These beautiful prayers help us to reflect on the mystery in which 
we have partaken and prepare us for our transition from the Kingdom back into “the world.” If 
you have partaken, stay to listen to these prayers after you have venerated the cross.  Immedi-
ately after, the priest will bless the Agape Meal.  We ask that all your socializing take place 
outside of the church.
